Click the “Sign Up Now!” button and pay $75 entry fee.  Registration must be received by Friday, October 1st at NOON.
DATE & TIME:  
Photo treasure hunt will begin on Sunday, October 3rd at 11A.M.  

Cruising sailors will return to The San Francisco Yacht Club (SFYC) guest dock by 2P.M.  

Photo judging will begin at 3P.M.

PHOTO TREASURE HUNT ACTIVITY:  This is a fun and creative way for cruisers to participate in the Leukemia Cup weekend and support the cause.  Cruising sailors review the list of photos provided below and cruise the Bay trying to take as many shots as they possibly can within the three hours.  Upon return to the SFYC, the photos will be uploaded at the photo treasure hunt table, set-up in the bar area.  The photos will be reviewed by a panel of “Honorary Skipper” judges who will add up the points and score the winners!  Prizes will be awarded to the top three winners - must be present to claim prizes.  To assure that the photos are taken specifically for this event, we ask that you showcase the SFYC Burgee and Leukemia Cup Logo (above) in every photo (or date stamp your photos).  To upload your photos for judging, please bring your USB camera cord or be prepared to provide your flash memory card.  We will also show everyone’s photos on the screen, so stay tuned to see your shots.

As with the racers, boats in the Cruising Class are encouraged to fundraise for The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society (LLS).  Your $75 registration fee goes to the LLS and is tax deductable.  In addition, upon registration, the LLS will set up a fundraising page for you and email you relevant information.  You may customize the page however you like; and the page offers easy tools to reach out to your family, friends and colleagues to ask for donations.  Fundraising is completely optional, although encouraged.  Furthermore, there are appreciation awards, such as BBQ tickets, Mount Gay Rum hats and VIP dinner tickets for reaching fundraising thresholds.

HOW TO SIGN UP:  To sign up and participate, follow these easy steps:

· Go to the Cruiser Class registration website http://gsf.regatta.llsevent.org/ and register for the Photo Treasure Hunt.

· Receive email from the LLS about your active fundraising page (they will set this up for you), go to your webpage and customize as you wish, and fundraise for the LLS through the easy to use tools.

· Get a group of friends and family together for the Sunday photo treasure hunt.

· Go out on the Bay on Sunday and return to the SFYC guest dock by 2 P.M. (we may have you move your boat to a designated slip or other area prior to the regatta racers returning at 4 P.M.).
· Give your photo card to the judges and be sure to watch the big screen for your pictures to appear.

· Have fun at the BBQ and feel good that you have supported a wonderful cause with your efforts.

· Stick around for the awards ceremony for the Cruising Class around 4 P.M. and then for the regatta racers award ceremony around 5 P.M.
PHOTO TREASURE HUNT CRITERIA (all people in the pictures need to be smiling for the picture to count!)
10 point items*

· Your crew with a seal in the shot. +1 Bonus point for each additional seal.

· Your crew holding up Alcatraz. Pun intended!

· Your crew supporting the Golden Gate Bridge.
· Your crew waving at a ferry - with folks on board the ferry waving back!

· Your crew feeding a sea gull from the stern of the boat while underway.
· A seal sitting on a buoy.
· The finish-line boat for the Leukemia Cup Regatta (it is the classic wooden boat named “Pat Pending,” anchored off the Corinthian Yacht Club).

20 point items*

· Catch a boat with a fender over the side… we like to call these “OH FENDERS!” and if you catch them doing it again, guess what… they are now “REPEAT OH-FENDERS!”
· A dolphin.
· Get a shot of the Leukemia Cup Regatta sailboats racing with their spinnaker up.

· Act like an Angel in front of Angel Island.

· A crew member pretending to be sitting on top of the Palace of Fine Arts (a shot of three crewmembers sitting on it at the same time earns an additional 10 bonus points).
· Fish a piece of trash out of the Bay and get a photo of the operation. Be sure to hang on tight and to throw it in the TRASH when you're done with your shot!

· Snap a photo of one of your crew placing a lighthouse into position.

· Get a shot of the Bay with the Golden Gate Bridge in the foreground (i.e. you will be outside the Bay looking in).
· Sail through Aquatic Park and get a shot of a swimmer in the water.

· Capture a ketch, yawl, schooner, or some non-sloop sailboat.

· Enjoy a cocktail in your cockpit once you’re safely back at the dock.

· Get a picture of the underside of the Golden Gate Bridge.
50 point items*
· Take a tour of the Sausalito Channel and get a picture of the U.S. Corps of Engineer Pier and Horizons Restaurant and a derelict boat in Richardson Bay...take a picture docking at Horizons or FISH restaurants and eating lunch and earn an extra 20 points.
· Dock/anchor at Angel Island and get a picture of you having lunch or eating something yummy.
· Circumnavigate Angel Island and get a picture of Knox buoy #4, Pt. Blunt, and Ayala Cove.
